Synopsis

Our speaker, Bryce Nash, modified an existing Pontiac Fiero into a gas-electric hybrid all-
wheel drive vehicle to compete in the Grassroots Motorsports Magazine $2009
Challenge. This competition requires the car to cost less than $2009 to build, including
purchase price of the vehicle and all modifications. Challengers compete in a car show,
autocross, and drag race and the best combined score gets the glory. The Fiero recently
competed in both California and Florida.

Bryce chose to build a gas-electric hybrid for the competition to showcase the possibilities
of budget-minded electric and hybrid cars. The most important parts of the build are an
85 kW electric motor from a Chevrolet S10 Electric pickup and three Toyota Prius battery
packs. In this meeting, Bryce will detail how his car was built in three months for less than
$2009, competition results, and some lessons learned in his adventure.

Bryce Nash is a mechanical engineer currently working on the Freightliner M2e hybrid
project at Daimler Trucks North America. His degree from Kettering University is in
mechanical engineering with an automotive powertrain specialty. In addition to countless
hours tinkering on his own projects at home, Bryce also has a wide variety of experience
in the automotive industry working for Harley-Davidson, American Axle and
Manufacturing, and currently Daimler Trucks.
